WHAT DOES THIS SHOW? 
The is part of a series of maps describing existing conditions for Mobility that were presented as part of the Clairemont Community Plan Update 

Workshop on April 20, 2017.

This map indicates the location of existing bicycle facilities within Clairemont as well as proposed 

facilities per the Bicycle Master Plan e�ort. The Bicycle Master Plan was a previous planning e�ort that 

provides the City of San Diego with a strong framework for improving bicycling in San Diego.
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Existing Class II Facility along Morena Blvd
Present in Southbound Direction Only.
Proposed Class II Facility Would Run in

Northbound Direction along
Morena Blvd.

Bike paths, also termed shared-use or multi-use 
paths, are paved right-of-way for exclusive use 
by bicyclists, pedestrians, and those using non-
motorized modes of travel. They are physically 

constructed in roadway right-of way or exclu-
sive right-of-way. Bike paths provide critical 
connections in the city where roadways are 
absent or are not conducive to bicycle travel.

Bike lanes are defined by pavement striping and 
signage used to allocate a portion of a roadway 
for exclusive or preferential bicycle travel. Bike 
lanes are one-way facilities on either side of a 
roadway.  Whenever possible, Bike Lanes should 
be enhanced with treatments that improve 
safety and connectivity by addressing site-
specific issues, such as additional warning or 
wayfinding signage.

Bike routes provide shared use with motor 
-

nated by signs, Bike Routes provide continuity to 
other bike facilities or designate preferred routes 
through corridors with high demand. Whenever 
possible, Bike Routes should be enhanced with 
treatments that improve safety and connectivity, 
such as the use of “Sharrows” or shared lane 
markings to delineate that the road is a shared-
use facility.

Bicycle boulevards are streets with 

speeds, designated and designed 
to give bicycle travel priority. 
Bicycle Boulevards use signs, 
pavement markings, and speed 
and volume management mea-
sures to discourage through trips 
by motor vehicles and create safe, 
convenient bicycle crossings of 
busy arterial streets.

the Clairemont Community. The PPM determines demand based on three factors: pedestrian trip 

attractors, generators, and detractors.
