Environmental Review Process

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)
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Environmental Impact Report (EIR) Purpose

• Disclose the project’s potential significant effects on the 
physical environment

• Identify mitigation measures to avoid or reduce 
environmental impacts

• Analyze a reasonable range of alternatives
• Foster public review/participation
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• Contains a brief description of the project, its location, and 
where documents relating to the project can be found

• Notifies responsible agencies and other interested parties 
that an EIR will be prepared

• Solicits input regarding the scope, focus, and content of the 
upcoming EIR

• Distributed for a 30-day public review period

Purpose of Scoping Meeting
Receive public input on the scope of environmental 
issues in the Draft EIR:
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• Consider range of reasonable alternatives
• Avoids or lessens an impact
• Feasible
• Meet most of the project’s objectives

• Mandatory alternatives
• No project alternative
• Identify environmentally superior alternative
